The following is advlce for people plannlng 
to establish In the alpine country. 

Thraughout the centuries Switzerland has 
attracted the attention of those wishing 
to settle in a quiet, safe and stable envi­
ronment. The well-kept bank secret, the 
success of financial investments and 
the beauty of the landscape make this 
country a dream holiday destination, 
and a highly desired living spot. Certainly 
life among alpine pastures and snowy 
mountain peaks is a dream, but how 
does one make this dream a reality? 

A life in Switzerland is areal possibility 
and the path to it lies through a residency 
permit. The permit we will discuss here 
is called aB permi\, wh ich needs to be 
renewed every year. It allows you to live in 
a ca nton of you r choice a nd buy rea I estate. 

For non Swiss/EU Nationals there are 
three ways to receive such apermit. The 
first option is independent of employment 
and is open to those who co me to 
Switzerland to study, retired persons over 
the age of 55 and those coming here for 
medical reasons. In each case you will 
need to present documentation to the 
authorities to prove that you can support 

yourself financially during your stay in the 
country. Accommodation must be organized 
in advance and you must have a valid 
health insurance. In the case of study or 
medical care you must also present the 
details of your return trip - the residency 
permit will be given for the time of yo ur stay. 
People over the age of 55 must present a 
personal connection to Switzerland. 

The second option is to seek employment 
in Switzerland . It has to support the eco­
nomic interests of the canton in which 
you wish to receive a residency permit 
and you will need a formal invitation from 
your employer. Apart fram that, certain 
other conditions need to be met. Your 
employer will need to present a reason 
for choosing you instead of a Swiss or EU 
National. Factors such as qualification 
and particular skills are taken into con­
sideration. Your working conditions and 
salary have to correspond to the Swiss 
regulations. The number of residency 
permits given out by the government is 
limited and varies from canton to canton. 
This situation is the same for everyone and 
means that in some cantons it is much 
easier to receive residency than in others. 

The third and last possibility is self-em­
ployment through setting up or buying 

a business. The business activity you 
choose has to be in the interest of the 
Swiss economy. You will have to choose a 
canton and with the help of a legal repre­
sentative agree on the type of business 
activity which satisfies you and the local 
authorities. The question of taxes will be 
discussed at this stage, the rate of which 
depends greatly on the canton. The main 
interest of the authorities will be financial 
- you will need to prove to them that you 
have the means to pay the taxes as weil 
as a lump sum in your bank account. 

After choosing a satisfactory rate and 
agreeing with the local authorities the 
residency permit can be created. 

Receiving a residency permit in Switzerland 
is not a difficult or lengthy task . It is 
however of the utmost importance that 
you have no criminal record and that you 
know exactly what source your money 
comes from. You will also have to clearly 
set out your motives for moving. _
